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Turn off your alarm clocks be-
fore leaving your apartment!

It is time to remove your outside 
water hoses so they will not 
freeze the water pipe.

Parking for Guests

Visitor parking spaces are avail-
able in most Northwood lots 
and have a 2-hour limit. These 
spaces are designated with Visi-
tor Parking signs. If your guest 
will be visiting longer than two 
hours, please obtain a guest 
parking permit at the Com-
munity Center Front Desk. The 
vehicle license plate number is 
needed to complete the permit, 
and the cost is $1 per day.

Space Heaters

If you plan to use a space heater 
in your apartment, consider the 
following fire safety guidelines:

1. Your heater must be UL certi-
fied (a safety testing label by the 
nationally recognized Under-
writers Laboratories Inc. should 
appear on the device). It must 
be equipped with a thermostat 
that automatically turns it off 
when the desired temperature is 
achieved.

2. Heaters must be equipped

with tip protection, which turns 
off the device if tipped over.

3. Heaters with exposed heating 
elements or open flames, even 
if they are UL listed, cannot be 
utilized at Northwood.

4. Only electric heaters can be 
used. Devices that produce heat 
by burning a fuel such as wood, 
propane, natural gas or other, 
cannot be used at Northwood.

5. Do not place heaters under 
desks, enclosed areas, or near 
combustible materials.

6. Do not use an extension cord 
as this creates a fire hazard.

7. Heaters should not be utilized 
while unattended.

Close Dumpster Lids!

Odors from trash bins attract 
raccoons and other wild life. 
Keep the dumpster lids closed 
to prevent trapping animals 
inside.

Reduce, Reuse, Recycle!

At Northwood we recycle 
more than 30% of our waste. 
That’s an impressive amount! 
We are aiming at the 60% 
mark and appreciate your help. 
Waste management is not only 

about recycling. Notice there 
are 3 R’s: Reduce, Reuse and 
Recycle.

Reducing waste is a key part of 
managing waste. Simply focus 
on using less. Make it a habit! 
Here are some ways you can 
reduce your consumption of 
resources:

• Take shorter showers

• Only buy food that you will 
eat

• Do errands all at once to save 
fuel

• Use sponges instead of paper 
towels

• Drink from reusable coffee 
and water cups

• Avoid using disposable dishes

• Turn off your computer and 
other appliances when not in 
use

• Reuse scrap paper for printing

By reducing a little bit at a time, 
the numbers really add up! Your 
efforts really do make a differ-
ence.

Many students are unaware 
that they may be unlawfully 
uploading copyrighted works, 
such as music, for which they 
could be subject to legal action. 
For Northwood residents, this 
applies to anyone using the  
network connection at home. 

The University’s goal is to help 
you be aware when you are 
uploading, so you won’t unwit-
tingly violate someone else’s 
copyright. That’s why the Uni-
versity developed an automated 
service called Be Aware You’re 
Uploading (BAYU). The ser-
vice notices (and sends e-mail 
messages to students) when 
computers network connections 
upload files using peer-to-peer 
technology (for example, Bit-
Torrent or Limewire). BAYU 
does not look at the content be-
ing uploaded or at the material 
contained on a computer’s hard 
drive. 

Please take a few minutes to 
educate yourself – and others 
in your residence – about the 
appropriate use of file sharing 
technologies. BAYU gives you 
the information you need to be 
informed and careful about file 
sharing.

Tamara Williams Memorial Lecture: “Triple Jeopardy: 
Racism, Classism and Violence Against Women”

Tamara Williams was a Uni-
versity of Michigan student 
and Northwood resident when 
she was killed by her boyfriend 
in 1997. The annual lecture is 
meant to commemorate her life, 
raise awareness of domestic and 
dating violence, and increase 
interest in their prevention.

sor in the Departments of 
Gender and Women’s Studies 
and  Criminal Justice at 
the University of Illinois at 
Chicago.

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This is a catch-all group for 
those pests which invade homes 
from time to time, especially as 
winter approaches and they seek 
shelter.  Although some may 
cause damage indoors, such 
as crickets, they do not enter a 
structure for this purpose. They 
are typically a nuisance pest that 
cannot survive for long indoors. 
Treatment with a pesticide is 
usually not warranted.  Instead, 
good sanitation and exclusion 
methods should be practiced.  
Frequent use of a vacuum is 
often very effective in their 
indoor reduction, as is the use of 
a dehumidifier to lessen damp-
ness. Dampness and warmth 
are what they need to survive.  
Paper and cardboard provide 
shelter, thus should be removed 
and items placed in sealable 
plastic or glass containers.  
Shelving items also discour-
ages pests from finding suitable 
housing and makes cleaning 
easier.  Vacuums are available at 
the Community Center.

Pest(s) of the Month

Some of our Occasional 
Invaders include: Centipedes, 
pill bugs and sow bugs, mil-
lipedes, daddy longlegs, beetles, 
earwigs, bugs like the Stink-
bugs and box elder, crickets, 
silverfish and some other pests 
normally found under dead 
decaying material outside.  

The Bottom Line is… Unless 
moist conditions and a source 
of food are present, they are 
doomed. Residents can help 
reduce pest problems by limit-
ing the amount of food in their 
rooms and apartments, and 
keeping their spaces clean, 
especially the sills and rafters 
of basements.  Food should 
be stored in sealable plastic 
containers, and clutter should be 
removed from the floors so as to 
not harbor pests.
